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Appendix C: Material Transfer Agreement
1. The Recipient Scientist must use the Research Material for research purposes only.

2. This Biological Material will be used by the Recipient solely in connection with the following Research Project described in the Appendix and entitled as follows:

3. The Recipient Scientist shall use the Biological Material in compliance with all applicable laws and government regulations of the Recipient's country. When Biological Material is exchanged between two countries, the national laws of both countries must be respected.

4. The Recipient Scientist shall not distribute or release the Biological Material to any person other than the laboratory personnel under the Recipient Scientist’s direct supervision.

5. The Biological Material is experimental in nature and shall be used with prudence and appropriate caution, in accordance with the concepts of Good Laboratory Practices, since not all of its characteristics are known. The Recipient Scientist assumes all liability for damages, which may arise from the use, storage, handling or disposal of the Biological Material or Derivative Material. The Biological Material is being supplied to Recipient with no warranties of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose or any other warranty, express or implied. 

6. The protocols and manipulations will be made available to all members of the ENS@T and other European networks. Information on the quality and the yields of the material (RNA, etc) prepared from these samples will be available upon request.

7. When the Research Project is completed, the Biological Material will be returned or disposed of, in accordance with the Provider's directions. A detailed description of the use of the samples will be made available to the ENS@T Coordinator.

8. The Recipient shall acknowledge the provider, as a member of ENS@T, in any oral presentation or written publication of the research. The Recipient Scientist may also give credit to ENS@T scientists, as scientifically appropriate, based on any direct contribution they may make to the research.
